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1 Locating the control unit

The DC260 control unit should be fitted close to the door
through which you wish to control access. It should be
on the secure side. When programming the unit, you will
need access to both the reader and controller,
therefore you should arrange them reasonably close
together.
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2 Connecting the reader

The DC260 can control access both in and out of the
controlled door when using the built-in "EXIT" reader with
the external UPR reader.

The distance between the UPR reader and the controller
can be extended up to 25 meters using BEL9536 cable or
equivalent.

3 Egress button

Pressing the egress button (push to make switch) will
operate the door opening timer. The timer starts when
the button is pressed and released, a time clock may be
used for real time door unlocking.
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4 Locking Devices

The lock release should match the supply input and have
lock suppressor connected directly across its terminals
(as shown & supplied).
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5 Break Glass

If the controlled door is on a fire escape route, you should
fit fail safe locking devices and a breaking glass unit for
emergency exit

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8 Setting the Programming Code

You should set your OWN programming code since the factory set code (999999) is easy to guess.

a. While power is supplied to the controller, press “*” and enter “999999” followed by “#” to enter
programming mode.

b. Press “0” followed by the new programming code between 6 and 8 digits followed by “#”.
c. Re-enter the new programming code entered above at step b. followed again by “#”.
d. The new programming code is set. To exit programming mode press “*”.
